      When the Dutch colonized the New World, they brought Sinter Klaaus 
to New York.  With the new homeland and independence, he was morphed 
into Santa Claus.  He went into Europe after WW11 due to occupier influ-
ence.

      Children see Santa as more prosperous and beautiful than St. Nick.  This 
is part of the attachment to materialism.  At first St. Nicholas was the patron 
saint of children but then he was replaced by a fat, materialistic producer of 
goods.

Taming Wild Clipart, Pictures and Photos    

     I’m sure we all have had the problem of capturing a picture of some kind and 
then having pasting issues when it goes into a MS Word document.  It won’t 
move to the right location.  It messes up margins and basically won’t do what 
you want it to or go where you want it to go.   
Here’s the solution: 
     Highlight the picture when it is first in the document, even if it has messed 
things up.  Right click on the mouse and go to “Format Picture.”  Go to “Layout” 
and “Wrapping Style.”  The “Square” option lets text wrap around the frame 
rather than the picture.  The picture will now move freely anywhere you want it 
to go on the page without affecting the writing.  The writing, however, will move 
out of the way. 
     Another option is “None.”  The text now acts as if the picture isn’t even there.  
It stays exactly where it was.  This allows you to change the density of the pic-
ture and have it stay like a ghost image inside and behind the text. 
     These two options will cover almost all the situations.  If you need more as-
sistance and would like to try other Layout options, go to the Windows help sec-
tion and type in “Wrap Text around a Picture in Publisher” or “Fine tune how text 
wraps around a picture.”

Influencing Our Children’s Thinking 
     I thought it was a simple matter to buy a book or film for my 
granddaughter who, I think, is a very smart 6 year old. But because 
I did not raise my sons here, I had no experience with what chil-
dren here read or watch. I found myself at a loss. It was that feeling 
of estrangement and not knowing what to do.  
     I started thinking of what I really wanted to achieve. This led me 
to remind myself that we are the product of our genes and environ-
ment and their interaction. Like a chemical reaction or mathemati-
cal formula, the outcome depends on the input and the conditions 
or environment. A good seed, good soil and enough nutrients un-
der the proper conditions will produce a strong plant. So, what did I 
really want as input - into this child’s mind - and what was to be the 
outcome that I desired? This was my starting point. 
     There were many choices in bookstores and libraries. But I 
didn’t want to just get her anything. I was thinking of what type of 
reading or film she should be exposed to and the impact of what 
she would read or watch on her little mind.  How would it affect  her 
future way of thinking? I thought I had a big responsibility of making 
the right choices on my granddaughter’s behalf. But what were the 
right choices?  
     I knew that I didn’t want to instill superstition in her. I needed  
something realistic. But I also knew that I wanted to expand her 
imagination and encourage her creativity. But then I thought, how 
much imagination is best? How far can imagination go without 
crossing the line of sanity? There is actually a fine, blurred line 
between what is imaginary, fictitious and superstitious. This line- if 
crossed- becomes clear only in hindsight, after it is too late. 
     I know that when children are raised to believe in things that 
defy logic, they grow up ready to receive and believe other meta-
physical stories like mythology, for example.  We can then justify 
calling things “miracles”. Did I want this child to believe in these 
illogical stories just because they were propagated from one gen-
eration to the next? I thought that I could be corrupting her thinking 
process and spoiling her sense of good judgment. Children believe 
what they read, watch or hear from their parents and teachers. 
     Once a week, I meet with a group of friends. They represent a 
horizontal as well as a vertical section of all aspects of our complex 
society. I discussed my book selection problem  with them.  They 
are parents and grandparents.  I wanted to seek their advice and 
draw on their experiences. One of them said that he reads “stories 
from the Bible” to his children because he wants to raise them the 
same way he was raised. This helped me make a choice because 
it was exactly what I didn’t want. Another two recommended Dr. 
Seuss’ books. Hmmm. 
     I went  to the Internet and did more research. I am on my way to 
the library and the bookshop again—still looking. If you can recom-
mend a good book, your help would be much appreciated.
