     Educators, administrators  
and other experts within school 
systems ultimately want some 
kind of order, structure, and ac-
countability with regard to identi-
fying and working most effec-
tively with all special children—
including gifted.     
     There are financial concerns, 
instructional time and personnel 
to assign, transportation and 
space considerations.  Special 
education often takes a huge 
chunk of money in the school 
budget. 
     Unfortunately, this kind of 
systematic approach can lead to 
a problem called  “it’s not my 
job”.            
     There are many students who 
show signs of high intelligence 
but because they are not for-
mally identified they are often 
kept in the regular stream of 
learners.  They don’t get special 
attention because they didn’t 
meet the arbitrary bench-
mark/requirements. 
     Sternberg’s work should 
awaken people to the idea that 
intelligence is more than one or 
two scores or a crucial number 
of checkmarks on a rating scale.    
      How many gifted people 
could have been nurtured but 
instead were missed, ignored or 
overlooked because they scored 
low on tests?

    When it comes to higher-
level intelligence, the work of 
Robert J. Sternberg is impor-
tant.   
     In his early years, he 
questioned the validity of IQ 
tests because his anxiety 
caused him to receive a low 
score.  Most teachers who 
read his files did not expect 
much of him during his school 
years.   
      What came from this ex-
perience was the desire to 
look at intelligence in different 
ways. 
      He proposes three intelli-
gences in human cognition: 
*  Analytical intelligence - 
analyze and evaluate ideas, 
solve problems,  make deci-
sions. 
*  Creative intelligence -  be-
yond the given, novel and 
interesting ideas. 

*  Practical intelligence -  to find 
the best fit between self and the 
environment. 

     These three abilities com-
prise what Sternberg calls Suc-
cessful Intelligence: "the inte-
grated set of abilities needed to 
attain success in life, however 
an individuals defines it, within 
his or her socio-cultural context." 
     Intelligences are always de-
veloping, not fixed characteris-
tics (Sternberg, 1998). Tradi-
tional intelligence is measured 
by “g” - which is measured by IQ 
tests and standardized tests 
such as the SAT. Intelligence is 
presumed to remain relatively 
constant throughout life.  
But another form of intelligence 
is the capacity to have tacit 
knowledge - knowledge that is 
hard to express in words. Stern-
berg’s three characteristics of 
tacit knowledge: 
1.  It is procedural not factual -  
knowledge about how to do

The Other View  by Ahmed Sheta   

To Cover .. or to Uncover  

     In Quebec, Canada, a very interesting situation is slowly opening itself 
to discussion and turmoil. 
     A Muslim girl was expelled from 2 schools in Montreal because she 
refused to take off her “niqab” which covers her head and face except the 
eyes. The CBC took it to the airwaves and the subject was raised on 
many public radio programs.  
     Some members of the public sided with the girl, citing freedom of per-
sonal choice especially because the girl did not violate any Canadian 
laws. Others said they were personally against the “niqab” despite that 
only a very tiny fraction of women wear it. Though they are against it, they 
still consider it a personal matter. A third group went to the extreme of 
telling these women who wear “niqab” to move back to where they came 
from (citing Saudi Arabia in particular). Some called the whole thing an 
“abuse” of democratic rights and freedoms and bordered on banning the 
right to personal and religious freedom without saying so openly. One 
person argued that we communicate not only with words, but also with 
body language and facial expressions. Then he diluted what he said by 
adding that we also communicate over the phone without seeing the other 
person at all.  
     I would like to mention here that I am a Muslim by birth. Not one  
woman in my family wears a “niqab” or “hijab (head scarf)”.  The “niqab or 
hijab” is not a religious obligation, though some people see it as such. I 
also believe that women who go to this extreme of wearing the full head 
and body cover and those who go to the other extreme of uncovering 
themselves do a disservice to women by portraying them as sexual ob-

jects and causes of temptation.  

      Why is it one group hides their women, while the other is exposing too 
much of them? “The Muslim Canadian Congress acknowledges that 
women have the right to dress as they please—but the rights of the indi-
vidual have to be balanced with the rights of society. We must keep in 
mind the impact we have on Canadian society when we exercise our 
rights. Wearing veils—whether as an expression of religious identity, or as 
a means of political defiance, is not in the best interest of Canada’s Mus-
lim communities. Nor is it a requirement of our Islamic faith”. The MCC’s 
main objective seems to be to warn against getting into religious and 
racial conflict.  
     Canada takes great pride in being multicultural, but Canada is also a 
secular and inclusive society. Racial and religious conflicts are very dan-
gerous once they flare up. We need to research and investigate the rea-
sons behind such phenomena and ask questions. What is the harm done 
to society? Why do people choose to cover themselves fully? Under what 
circumstances do they live and to which classes do they belong? Are they 
under pressure from family or community to do what they do? Is it an 
identity crisis? Are they working women or are they excluded from society 
and feeling alienated? What is the reason behind the increase in ra-
cial/hate crimes and who is committing them and why?  
     There are many questions that really need to be answered before 
condemning these women or stirring emotions toward racial / religious 
hatred against “the other.”  
     I think all citizens have full rights as long as the laws of the country are 
respected and they fulfill their obligations. To expose specific areas of 

their body or face is their right, pure and simple.
